Tuesdays with Morrie
 Journal Selections
Please complete five of the following entries throughout the course of the novel study. You will be expected to write extended responses for each (minimum of half a page). Although the majority of your grade will be based on content, you will also be marked on grammar and punctuation, so be sure to take the time to check capitals, periods, etc.

1. What were your first impressions of Morrie/Mitch? How will they come together and affect one another’s relationship
2. Albom’s writing style – Mitch Albom uses flashbacks as a part of his storytelling technique. Discuss his use of these flashbacks and what purpose you think they serve. Also, are they effective? Why/why not?
3. Morrie tries to impart wisdom on Mitch. What do you think about Morrie’s teachings? Does he get through to Mitch? Does he get through to you? Who in your life plays a similar role?

4. After reading pages 80-119, we see that Mitch sees how Morrie’s illness worsens. How does Mitch deal with this? How would you deal with a similar situation?

5. The idea of choice comes up in the novel. Talk about some of the choices that Mitch has made/that Morrie has made. How have these affected him? How have choices in your life affected you?

6. What are your overall impressions of the novel? What do you think of it so far?

7. Talk about the importance of Albom including some background information on Morrie. What significance do these events have on where Morrie is today?

8. Discuss the reasoning for Albom to include information about his own childhood. Specifically, why does he speak about his brother? Discuss why Mitch says, “Perhaps this is one reason I was drawn to Morrie. He let me be where my brother would not.”
9. Mitch changes throughout the novel. Discuss the ways in which he changes. Think about the lessons that Morrie has shared with Mitch…

10. Which Tuesday was the most meaningful for you? Why? What personal text connections did you make with this novel? 

11. Is Morrie a catalytic character? Is Mitch one? Give reasons to support your response.

12. Have you grown as a person from reading this novel? Be specific about how the novel has affected your personal life journey and growth.
